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At the Last Meeting
¥ Janie Christy, a representative of the Fort Worth I.S.D., gave a presentation entitled ÒVision 2010 Focus

Accountability Integrity Report,Ó which updated residents on accountability in Fort Worth public schools.

¥ Tom Roberts, Chair of the Crestwood Mineral Lease Committee, reported that an attorney will be
recommended to represent Crestwood mineral owners in lease negotiations.  Richard Haskell reported that
the Crestwood Legal Contingency Fund will not be used to pay the attorneyÕs fee; each mineral owner will
have the option to enter into an agreement with the recommended attorney.

¥ The crime patrol survey that was recently mailed to Crestwood residents includes an inspection form that
could potentially save residents 20% on their homeownerÕs insurance.

¥ Caroll Chickowsky, Zoning and Traffic Chair, reported on her meeting with the Fort Worth Traffic
Engineering Division regarding neighborhood concerns about road damage caused by gas lease construction,
repair of such damage, vehicle speeding concerns, and options for resolving those issues.

¥ President Bob Hayes recommended a change to the Crestwood Association bylaws concerning a quorum for
Association meetings.  The recommended change is below.  It will be presented for a vote by the Executive
Committee at the May meeting.

o  Currently, Article XlV Executive Board, Section 6, reads: ÒA majority of the total number of
voting members of the executive board shall constitute a quorum.Ó

o The proposed change to Article XIV Executive Board, Section 6, reads: ÒWhen new officers are
elected at the general meeting, all appointments of committee chairs and block representatives
shall cease, subject to reappointment by the new President and Vice President and approval by at
least 3 of the 5 elected Officers.  Thereafter, the number of the voting members of the Executive
Board in attendance at a regular meeting shall constitute a quorum, but in no case shall the

The Crestwood Mineral Lease Committee is working with an oil and gas attorney to negotiate a mineral
lease with a drilling company!thatÕs favorable for Crestwood residents.! As discussed at the last meeting, the
plan is to hire the attorney on a contingency fee basis so that neither residents nor the Association will have to
pay attorney's fees out-of-pocket.!!The Committee and the attorney have agreed on some basic bargaining
terms and are in the process of working out the details of the agreements with the attorney.! Once an acceptable
lease form is tendered, each mineral owner will have the opportunity to accept or reject the lease.! The
Committee will continue to keep residents posted on the progress of negotiations at the monthly meetings and
in the newsletters.! Please be patient - this is a time-consuming process, but your patience will pay off in the
end!
