GAS LEASE UPDATE

The Star-Telegram printed two highly relevant articles on urban gas leasing recently. The following is a summary of each article.

Subordination Agreements— Homeowners in Fort Worth who have signed gas leases are finding out that, before they can cash their royalty
checks, they have to get legal releases called subordination agreements from their mortgage companies. And the mortgage companies are
asking for fees that could amount to several years' worth of royalty payments. Gas-company officials said the problem may affect every
homeowner who has signed a gas lease after reaching a mortgage agreement, which could include thousands of people in Fort Worth. Gas
companies admit that there has been poor communication about this requirement, in part because urban gas drilling is so new, and dealing with
thousands of landowners is complex. But the gas companies are working with landowners to simplify the process and improve
communication. Property owners in Crestwood should look into their mortgage company’s requirements regarding subordination agreements
before signing a lease, and also read the fine print about how your mortgage deals with rents, royalties and other income. The Lease
Committee will recommend language in our lease form that holds the Lessee solely responsible to satisfy the mortgagee's requirements for
such subordination at the Lessee's sole cost and expense and without recourse against the Lessor.

Community Leases- One Fort Worth neighborhood resolved its gas leasing issues with a rarely used instrument called a community lease. A
community lease is designed to control how leasing and drilling takes place in a neighborhood, while at the same time equalizing signing
bonuses and royalties among property owners. While community leases can contain advantageous terms such as “continuous drilling,” experts
say they are hard to negotiate because they involve the interests of hundreds of property owners. In a typical lease, a homeowner's property is
pooled with others to form a unit. The homeowners' royalties will come only from the well or wells in their units. But in a community lease,
all the homeowners, based on their lot size, split all the royalties from all the wells on all the units in the lease. The Lease Committee is
currently seeking legal counsel on whether a Community Lease best suits Crestwood residents.
