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At the Last Meeting
• Bob Hawley reported a new city ordinance banning the confining of unattended dogs to a stationary object or

trolley system, and that the demolition of the Crestwood Place apartments has been delayed one year, which
may bring up oversight issues of short term tenants.

• A request was made and approved to support the League of NeighborhoodÕs position to split a street bond
package from the Trinity River Vision bond package.  Bob Hayes said that councilman Carter Burdette and
the League of Neighborhoods would be notified of this.

• Tom Roberts said that Four Sevens has asserted its lease of neighborhood parkland, but has not supplied
documentation.  He also passed out a handout on the gas lease update.  There was discussion about ongoing
driller meetings in the area and the need to address production costs in gas lease negotiations.

• A motion was made and approved to send a letter to the Water Control Board and Corps of Engineers to
voice concern over increased Trinity River water levels due to the proposed construction of a dam.

• A discussion on whether the Crestwood Association should be a part of Westside Alliance positions,
regardless of the opinion of the Crestwood Association, was tabled.

• Bob Hayes initiated a three-month review of association bylaws, requesting past association president input,
and appointed Bob Hawley a contact in this process.

• Jackie Liles, Membership Chair, reported that 106 household have paid membership dues.

• Treasurer Gloria Canchola reported a balance of $10,405.15 in the Crestwood Association general account.

• 17 Board members were in attendance.

From the President

After our last meeting, a few members commented that they were confused about Neighborhood Associations and Alliances of
Neighborhood Associations and where Crestwood fits into the picture.  If you have also wondered, here is a brief rundown.

The Neighborhood Office of the City of Fort Worth lists 1,110 CitizenÕs Groups operating in Fort Worth.  The list includes 256
neighborhood associations like the Crestwood Association.  There are 14 Alliances of Neighborhood Associations listed.  For example, one of
these is the North Fort Worth  Alliance, which includes 19 Northside neighborhood associations.

Crestwood belongs to the Westside Alliance, which meets to discuss pertinent issues about once a month.  The goal of the Westside
Alliance is to inform and coordinate action on various issues of particular interest to the west side.  Marsha Wright is the current leader of the
Alliance.

The Crestwood Association also is a dues paying member of the Fort Worth League of Neighborhood Associations.  The FWLNA has 250
neighborhood association members from all sectors of the City and is recognized as the principle umbrella organization of neighborhood
associations. Gwen Neal, our current Chair of the Traffic and Zoning Committee, is a past President of the FWLNA.  Jackie Liles is our current
delegate.

This network of Fort Worth Neighborhood Associations wields enormous clout with City Hall.  Your membership in the Crestwood
Association is your connection with this vast political action organization.  At our next meeting, April 7 ,we will ask for suggestions of issues
that you feel should be brought to the attention of the FWLNA at their meeting on April 17. We will also report on pending FWNLA issues.

Gas Lease Update
From the Fort Worth Star-Telegram Barnett Shale blog (http://startelegram.typepad.com/barnett_shale/crestwood_west_fw/index.html):

Leasing efforts were underway on Fort Worth's West Side months before this nascent blog debuted.  The West Side is still playing the
waiting game, looking for a better deal while taking measure of Chesapeake Energy and the $10,000-per-acre offers it's floated to homeowners
in the Arlington Heights, Crestwood, Monticello, and, lately, Northcrest areas, among others.

Tom Roberts, a member of the Crestwood Neighborhood Association gas committee, says his association isn't technically part of the
Arlington Heights group, in that it's not represented by their attorney.  But he says the West Side associations are together in spirit, and
Crestwood's committee is "willing" to go along with a strong offer that's built on the lease form it wants to use.

"Their lease form deducts for post-production costs, which we do not want," says Roberts, who is a landman.

Crestwood's position also highlights one of the difficulties in trying to organize such a gigantic bloc of property owners, and sheds light
on why some neighborhoods get sky-high offers while others nearby contend with $3,000-per-acre bonuses, and how some homeowners get
offers while neighbors up the street don't.  It's about the drill sites, Roberts says.  Chesapeake claims to have them all, and, thus far, he
concedes, nobody's proven them wrong.

"We're not going anywhere, or somebody else would have come in here and leased us," he says.

Of Chesapeake drill sites in the Crestwood area, two are two are in the Rivercrest area near Rockwood Park, and a fourth at Greenwood
Cemetery.  It's the Greenwood Cemetery site that most interests Crestwood, because Roberts says Chesapeake should be able to reach the
entire neighborhood from that pad.  But so far, only homeowners on the western edge of Crestwood have received lease offers, which Roberts
takes to mean Chesapeake wants to pool those homeowners in with one of the other drill sites.  Crestwood has discussed the Greenwood site
with Chesapeake, but the proposal hasn't gone far, Roberts says.

He says the neighborhood is looking around for a potential competitor to Chesapeake's offer of a $10,000-per-acre bonus, 5-year term,
and 25 percent royalty.  The gigantic hole in the middle of the Fort Worth leasing map has to be "attractive to somebody," he says.
