At the Last Meeting

• Bob Hayes called a special meeting of the Association Board under the Executive Board item in the Bylaws,
section 5.

• With no objections, committee reports, minutes of the last meeting, and other agenda items were skipped in
order to attend to the matter of discussing the high impact drilling permit at Greenwood by Chesapeake
Energy.

• The initial question posed to the Board was whether the Executive Board had the authority to come to a
position regarding the permit and express that position to the City Council as a representative of the
neighborhood.  Some members voiced an opinion that the Board did not have the authority due to a lack
of true neighborhood representation.

• Concerns were raised about the lack of notice of the special meeting to other residents, and that a formal
Crestwood Association statement to the City Council, for or against gas drilling, would not accurately
reflect the opinion of the neighborhood.

• Some voiced the opinion that residents who may not be in favor of gas drilling have not shown up at the
meetings because it has appeared to be a forgone conclusion that drilling will take place.  In addition, it
was mentioned that residents may not be knowledgeable of the process of drilling, and that most of the
neighborhood meetings have dealt with leasing, and not the issues surrounding the drilling itself.  Also, it
was said that there have not been meetings specific to gas drilling, but only the general meetings of the
Association that have included the issue.

• While some members felt that not enough information had been given to residents, others felt that these
concerns were coming too late in the process, and that a great deal of information had been conveyed,
both at the meetings and in the media.  It was said that many residents had shown up at the meetings, and
that the process should continue without further delay.  Some members said they knew that some
residents were anxious to obtain the funds from gas drilling.  Concerns were also raised that slowing the
gas drilling process could negatively impact the Association, both in current lease negotiations and with
residents.

• Throughout the discussions, several members said that although they felt the Association should not take
a formal position for or against the gas drilling permit, it could ask for a continuance on the matter, in
order to gain more time to address, among other things, the general concerns over the routes of truck
traffic in the neighborhood, including saltwater removal.

• By a vote of fourteen to six, a motion was passed that the Crestwood Association would attend the
August 5th, 2008 City Council meeting to request a continuance of the council’s decision regarding
Chesapeake Energy’s application for a high impact drilling permit at Greenwood Cemetery.  The motion
reads:

• “The Crestwood Association adopted the motion to request a continuance of the City Council’s decision
regarding the high impact permit for Chesapeake’s Greenwood wells (#A1H and B1H) for further
information and study regarding transportation issues, including, but not limited to, the movement of and
possible alternate routes for, heavy equipment, saltwater removal by truck or pipeline, and gas
transportation lines.  These issues directly affect the safety and quality of life of adults and children who
live in Crestwood, and the citizens of Fort Worth who enjoy such facilities as Crestwood Park, the
Westside Lions Little League ballpark, and the Trinity Trail system, all of which lie directly on the
current proposed transportation route on Rockwood Park Dr. west of N. Bailey Ave.”

• 20 Board members were in attendance.

The meeting date postponed until the 3rd so that any interested residents may attend the City Council Hearing on
the Greenwood drilling permit on September 2nd.  The Association meeting agenda will include a report from
the Leasing Committee as well as a discussion of the outcome of the City Council hearing.
