Zoning News

Crestwood Rezoning Passes Ð On September 18, the Fort Worth City Council passed the Crestwood rezoning plan presented by the Planning
Department at two of our meetings.  Our neighborhood zoning remains ÒA-single family,Ó but most of the lot sizes have changed from A-5
(single-family, 5,000 square foot lots) to A-7.5, A-10, and A-21 (single-family, 7,500, 10,000, and 21,000 square foot lots, respectively).  These
new lot sizes approximate what is actually on the ground.  This will help us maintain the neighborhood lot size distributions and allow us to
enjoy the quality of life we know in Crestwood.

SDU Zoning Scheduled for Vote on October 2 Ð The Secondary Dwelling Unit zoning proposal will be presented to the City Council for a
vote on October 2.  The Crestwood Association has indicated its disapproval of this proposal, as have many other neighborhood groups.  Our
Zoning Committee is working with other neighborhoods to either revise the proposal so it will not apply to Crestwood or to kill the proposal
entirely.  Please come to the October 1 neighborhood meeting to get the latest information on this issue from your Zoning Committee.

Gas Lease Update
Jean Petr with the City of Fort Worth!Gas Lease Program confirmed!that!the!city has awarded the 393-acre Rockwood!Park!(Golf

Course)!lease to Chesapeake, the!only bidder, and!now!awaits approval by the!city council.! Lease terms include 26% royalty,!$12,222 per acre
bonus ($4.8 million!total bonus), and a!two-year primary term.  What does this mean for Crestwood?  If Chesapeake is willing to pay $12,222
per acre for non-drillable acreage across the river from Crestwood, it follows that Crestwood leases are worth more than the!$3,000 per acre
offers we've received from ChesapeakeÕs partners, Four Sevens and Dale Resources. It is important for everyone!to stay the course until we
can get the deal we want.  Feel free to call me with any questions.

The Star-Telegram reported on September 21 that the Berkeley!Place and Ryan Place neighborhoods reached a lease!agreement with
XTO!for 25% royalty, $10,000 per acre lease bonus, and!a four-year primary term.! I quote from the article: "Neighborhood leaders in several
of the communities in the past year had encouraged their residents not to sign leases individually but wait until their associations negotiated a
uniform and favorable contract."! The Star-Telegram also reported earlier this month that members of!the!Tanglewood Neighborhood
Association! struck a lease deal with XTO and Vargas for 25% royalty, $10,000 per acre bonus, and a!three-year primary term.!!Although
Crestwood does not fit into XTO's plans, I believe there is a leasing company out there that will pay us more bonus than the current $3,000 per
acre written offer weÕve received from Four Sevens.!
